Andrew Marsden was invited to speak during item 7.

	20mph zone

The committee received an update on the 20mph zone. Residents were informed that the approximate costs for speed survey will be around £200-£300 depending upon the number required. A map as requested was sent to the County Council that clearly highlights the length of all roads to be included in the 20mph zone. Regarding funds there are currently two funds agreements, FA01 which holds £2,282.54 and FA12 which holds £526.74. 

After lengthy discussion it was proposed that the Planning Committee bring the 20mph zone matter to Finance committee in order to progress it. This was seconded and resolved.

Councillors expressed discontentment regarding the correspondence with the District Council on S106 contributions for the Steeds development and the diversion of funds allocated for highways improvements to affordable housing when there appeared to be a shortfall in funding for the proposed traffic lights at the A420/Coxwell Rd junction.

do not intrude upon a neighbour’s privacy'.

Also The proposal would be contrary to policy CP37 of Part 1 of the Vale of White Horse Local Plan 2031, the provisions of the Design Guide SPD 2015 DG109, which states that Extensions that close an important gap within the street scene or lead to a terracing effect will not be accepted. It was also noted as the extension is close to boundary, so drainage needs to be addressed.
